MARLIN FERGUSON MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP
Awarding the Marlin Ferguson Scholarship will be governed by the following details and regulations:

I. The scholarship will be provided by and administered by the Lubbock Area Society of Health-System Pharmacists (LASHP). The applicant may use the scholarship for undergraduate or graduate programs of pharmacy.

II. All material must be postmarked by December 31, 2010.

III. The scholarship will be paid to the recipient upon proof of enrollment at an accredited college of pharmacy.

IV. Eligibility for the Marlin Ferguson Memorial Scholarship is based on the candidate’s ability to meet all of the following qualifications:

A. Candidates should have a minimum scholastic average of 2.5 in all college coursework (to be determined by the date of application).

B. Candidates must demonstrate through documentation listed below superior characteristics of integrity, dependability, application of endeavors, consideration of others, and cooperation with fellow students and school administration. The overall testimony to such attributes must be submitted in the form of at least one of the following:

1. A letter of recommendation from a pharmacist, or

2. A letter of recommendation from a counselor or advisor, or

3. A letter of recommendation from a teacher or professor.
C. Candidates must be applying, accepted, or currently enrolled in an accredited pharmacy school.

D. Recipient must enroll for a minimum of twelve (12) hours (or its equivalent) at an accredited college of pharmacy.

E. Although the Marlin Ferguson Memorial Scholarship will be granted primarily on the basis of scholarship and citizenship, financial need may also be considered. Therefore, the scholarship committee may request from any or all candidates a financial statement. All data requested from candidates will remain strictly confidential.

F. Candidates applying for the scholarship should be from or have ties to the Lubbock or surrounding areas. Candidates should explain their ties to Lubbock or the surrounding areas in writing upon application.
